THE ROYAL ARMS OF CANADA BY PROCLAMATION OF KING GEORGE V IN 1921

The Royal Arms of Canada were established by proclamation of King George V on 21 November, 1921. On the ad
vice of the Prime Minister of Canada, Her Majesty the Queen approved, on 12 July, 1994, that the arms be aug
mented with a ribbon bearing the motto of the Order of Canada, DESIDERANTES MELIOREM PATRIAM -

“They desire a better country”.
